What Does the Law Say?

Washington law concerning fireworks sale and discharge is addressed in 

RCW 70.77.395, the statute reads as follows:

RCW 70.77.395 
Dates and times common fireworks may be sold or discharged.

It is legal to sell, purchase, use, and discharge common fireworks within this state from twelve o’clock noon on the twenty-eighth of June to twelve o’clock noon on the sixth of July of each year as provided in RCW 70.77.311.  However, no common fireworks may be sold or discharged between the hours of eleven o’clock p.m. and nine o’clock a.m., except on July 4th from nine o’clock a.m.through twelve o’clock midnight, and except from six o’clock p.m. on December 31st until one o’clock a.m. on January 1st of the subsequent year.

(However, it must be noted that the state fireworks law does not prevent a local government from enacting an ordinance more restrictive than the state law.)
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Answer:  You must be 16 years old, or accompanied by an adult, to purchase fireworks in Washington State.  Sale to underage buyers is a misdemeanor, punishable by up to $1000.00 in fines and 6 months in jail.

Use only legal fireworks.  Many fireworks sold on the reservations are not legal to use (off the reservation).
